Enhanced Traffic Management System Counts (ETMSC) Database. ETMSC data i created when pilots file fight plans and/or when flights are
detected by the National Airspace System (NAS), usually via RADAR.

Inthe report footer is thelst used to retrieve the data. With that data s 2 tag which indicates whether itis general aviatin,
carier, miltary, etc. but there are known inaccuracies. This report excludes the operations marked military, but includes everythi
these makes and models of aircraft.

‘Saab 340's, Beech 1900's, Bosing Business Jets, Arbus Corporate Jetliners, and other arline aircraft conversions are ntentionally excluded
from the st of aircraft makes and models. With the inaccuracies of the type of operation tag, we don't have a good way to include that data
‘without picking up all of Mesaba Airlines's Saab 340 fights, Continental Express's Beech 1900 fights, or United's 737 fights. Also, Cirrus SR20
‘and 22 operations are included, which may not be business aviation but rather personal fights or fight training. Here again, there is nota
g00d way to further refine the filters and as a result, there are some intentional omissions.

“The ultimate goal s to provide a barometer for business aviation activity. It s not meant to be a specific hour-by-hour forecast, but the hope
s that this report helps shed some light on the state of business aviation operations.
